1. LOOK FOR sth/sb
(search)
I am looking for a pin.

2. LOOK AFTER sth/sb
(take care)
Mother must look after the children.

3. TAKE sth OFF

(undress)
Take off your coat, please.

4. KNOCK AT sth



Somebody is knocking at the door.

5. KNOCK OFF



He knocked the vase off the table.

(finish)
He knocked that picture off two hours ago.

5b.



(reduce)
The shop-assistant knocked 20% off his goods.

6. KNOCK sb OVER

(hit)

A car knocked the boy over.

7. KNOCK sb OUT

(beat)

The thief knocked out the policeman.

8. PUT sth UP

(construct)
The boy put the tent up.

9. PUT sth OUT

(extinguish)
We must put out the fire.

10. PUT sth ON

(dress)
You'd better put on your coat.

11. PUT sb UP FOR THE 



NIGHT
(provide)
We can put you up for the night, if you have no 






money for hotel.

12. PUT UP WITH sb
(bear)

I can't put up with you, you are so 








quarrelsome!

13. PUT sth DOWN

(write)
Put down these sentences please.

14. PUT sth OFF

(postpone)
We must put off our meeting.

15. PUT sth AWAY 

(put aside)
You're learning too much. Put the books away 






and go for a walk.

hit - (mainly tr.)(also intr.) 1. to deal (a blow or stroke) to (a person or thing);2. strike: the man hit the child 3.to come into violent contact with: the car hit the tree 4.to reach or strike with a missile, thrown object, etc.: to hit a target 

beat (bi:t) beats, beating, beat; beaten  or  beat - (when intr., often foll. by against, on, etc.) 1. to strike with or as if with a series of violent blows;2. dash or pound repeatedly (against)3.(tr.) to punish by striking; flog 4.to move or cause to move up and down; flap: the bird beat its wings heavily 5.(intr.) to throb rhythmically; pulsate: her heart beat fast 6.(tr.) to make (one's way) by or as if by blows: she beat her way out of the crowd 7.(tr.; sometimes foll. by up) Cookery. to stir or whisk (an ingredient or mixture) vigorously(tr.; sometimes foll. by out) to shape, make thin, or flatten (a piece of metal) by repeated blows
